Be ready for evacuation early if
mobility or special needs are a
concern. Include in your plan, pets
and livestock, if applicable.

Significant danger exists in your area.
Consider relocating to a location or
shelter outside of the incident area. 
Be prepared to evacuate at a
moment’s notice as conditions can
change rapidly. Leave immediately if
you feel unsafe. 

It is unsafe to stay. 
DO NOT stop to gather
belongings or protect your
home. Follow evacuation
directions given.
